More than 1,000 years old, the bridge
dramatically represents the two-way bridge between cultures
CIAO helps to create. CIAO participants spent an afternoon in the
Chiusella Valley hiking between villages, exploring the area
around a waterfall and eating a typical mountain lunch at the
Trattoria di Fondo.
